THE MAIN PROBLEMS OF APPLICATION OF DYNAMIC REGRESSION MODELS
OF SOCIO-ECONOMIC SECURITY FORECASTING

Dynamic multi-factor regression models make it possible to take into account the dynamics
of the proportions of the resulting indicator of socio-economic security and indicators in the retrospective
period. The defects of such a model include the complexity of selecting indicators and determining their
values in the lead period, the difficulty of forming multivariate static regression models, the development
of predictive models of regression coefficients. Without paying attention to the statistical significance
of multivariate models used to form a dynamic model, the values of regression coefficients over the years
have all the chances to fluctuate significantly in the time series of these coefficients. The alternately decreasing
or rising regression coefficients due to the modification of the impact of indicators on the dynamics
of the values of the resulting indicator of socio-economic security often does not allow to create a forecast
model.

COMPREHENSIVE CONTROL OVER THE POPULATION IS A DEFINING FEATURE
OF THE POLITICAL AND LEGAL REGIME OF THE SOVIET STATE (1917-1953

Based on various scientific sources and primarily documentary archival material, the article examines
the peculiarities of the formation and strengthening of the Soviet political and legal regime as an element
of the state form from the moment of the victory of the October Revolution to the death of Stalin. It is
concluded that the formation of special structures of political control by the Bolsheviks, including political
investigation, was caused by their desire to keep power in their hands by any means. Sufficiently objective,
first of all, closed information about the real moods and thoughts of all social groups of the country’s
population in relation to the Soviet government of the highest party and state nomenclature was necessary
for making both tactical and strategic decisions of a managerial and ideological nature. For the party-Soviet
elite, which was the main consumer of a large amount of information held by the secret services, regularly
supplied collections of numerous facts from the secret sides of the life of Soviet society were the most
important tool for retaining political power. The main performers of all-encompassing political control over
the population were the bodies of the UNK-GPU-odpu-NKVD-MGB. The closeness of political control and the
availability of its information only to a limited number of persons in the party and state leadership make
it a relatively important and objective source of information about the real historical and legal processes
of the period in question, both in the Soviet state as a whole and in its constituent part-the Belarusian SSR.
