SELECTED ISSUES OF STUDYING THE ACTIVITIES OF THE INVESTIGATOR
TO ENSURE THE RIGHT OF THE SUSPECTED (ACUSED TO DEFENSE THROUGH
THE PARTICIPATION OF A DEFENDER

Certain criminological problems of the investigator's activity in realizing the right of the suspect (accused
to defense by ensuring the participation of a defense attorney have been updated. The local legal system
regulating the implementation of the right of the suspect (accused to defense, as well as the factors determining
the violation of this right in pre-trial proceedings, is presented. A definition is proposed: «criminalistic
support for the activities of the investigator to realize the right of the suspect or accused to defense by ensuring
the participation of a defense lawyer». Promising directions for joint activities of the investigator
and the defense attorney to realize the right of the suspect (accused to protection at various levels are formulated.
Local systems of legal tasks have been identified, which it is advisable for the investigator to solve by initiating
the participation of a defense lawyer in the investigation. A justification is given for classifying the forensic
problem under consideration as a specialty 12.00.12: criminology; operational investigative activities.
