IDEAS OF PARTNERSHIP AND DIALOGUE IN RUSSIAN SOCIAL THOUGHT
OF THE SECOND HALF OF THE 19TH AND 20TH CENTURIES

The phenomenon of social partnership is the result of a long evolution of social thought and
the development of society. The ideas of partnership and dialogue have a long history in Russian social
philosophy and sociology. Thinkers of the 19th and 20th centuries studied the problems of the relationship
between society and the state, social interaction, dialogue, solidarity, labour relations. The understanding
and interpretation of these problems in Russian thought often differed from Western European concepts
what was caused by the peculiarities of the historical development of the East Slavic civilization. During
the soviet period social partnership has long been characterized as a social phenomenon alien to socialism,
as bourgeois or reformist theory. In the context of socio-political transformations of the late 20th century
increased attention to social partnership and dialogue issues.

The main problems faced by these institutions are considered and the key trends in their development
in the future are analyzed. The main part of the article presents statistics on the current state of affairs
of museums during quarantine. It was revealed that the most optimal model for the functioning of museums
during the period of forced closure are online projects (video tours, lectures, thematic webinars, online
broadcasts) presented on various platforms (Zoom, YouTube). Against this backdrop, museums faced
a number of financial, technical, and personnel issues. In the short term, the key trends for the museum will
be going beyond the actual limits of the museum building by using all kinds of open areas, the introduction
of hybrid forms of exposition based on the use of modern digital technologies. The most optimal way
to communicate with visitors in such conditions is to organize both online and offline projects. This
article is of scientific interest for humanities scientists who are engaged in the study of modern problems
of the functioning of cultural institutions, including museums, in the context of the dominant trends
in the socio-cultural development of society.
