TITLE OWNERSHIP TO RESIDENTIAL PREMISES ACQUIRED
DURING THE MARRIAGE: PROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS

The institution of marital property is long to be known within the legislation of the Republic of Belarus;
however, severe problems related to application and interpretation of statutory regulations governing marital
property issues are common in the law enforcement practice. Modern civil and marriage/family legislation
of the Republic of Belarus attaches the presumption of marital ownership to the property acquired in marriage
on the basis of joint property right (in the absence of other agreements between the spouses registered in accordance
with the legislation). However, nowadays this regulation requires revision considering the fact that specific
property types acquired by the spouses during the marriage have peculiarities which imply a question about
the title ownership thereof to the spouses. The article provides analysis of the problem on introduction to marital
property of residential premises acquired in the process of privatization as well as at the expense of family wealth
or funds in possession of one of the spouses.
